The Lujan de Cuyo region is known for housing
some of Argentina's most prestigious wineries,
making it the ideal location for an authentic
wine experience.

How to get there

Access to Awasi Mendoza is through Governor Fran-
cisco Gabrielli International Airport (MDZ), located
in Mendoza. The airport receives direct flights from
Buenos Aires (1h45 flight), Santiago de Chile, Lima,
Sao Paulo, Panama and international connections
through Buenos Aires to destinations such as Miami,
and Europe.

From the airport, it's just a 45-minute transfer to the
lodge, crossing Mendoza's wine landscape. For guests
coming from Buenos Aires, it's also possible to
choose regular domestic flights operated by airlines
such as Aerolineas Argentinas and JetSmart, with
multiple daily frequencies.

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Weather

Mendoza has a dry continental climate with more than 300 sunny
days per year, characterized by large thermal amplitudes between
day and night.

Average Temperatures

During summer (December to March):
Maximum temperatures vary between 28°C (82°F) and 32°C
(90°F) during the day.

Autumn (March to June):
Offers the ideal climate for visits, with daytime temperatures
between 20°C (68°F) and 25°C (77°F) and nights from 8°C
(46°F) to 12°C (54°F).

Winter (June to September):
Presents maximum temperatures of 15°C (59°F) to 18°C
(64°F) and minimum temperatures that can reach -2°C
(28°F), especially during dawn.

Spring (September to December):
Brings gradually milder temperatures, from 18°C (64°F) to
25°C (77°F) during the day.

What to pack

Due to thermal amplitude, it's recommended to bring layered clothing,
including light jackets for nights, even in summer. It's essential to
include high-protection sunscreen, hat, and sunglasses due to the

intense solar radiation at altitude.
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
